· Learned about ECE system’s complexity and funding streams.  Findings:
1. Parents are not fully aware of all their options.  If they do not qualify for one program, they may not know to ask about others.
· Increased knowledge on the state of child care services in LA County, AV. Findings:  
1. Families in the region need more access to both affordable child care and preschool services.  
2. Lancaster families report accessing preschool services in Palmdale USD, as their district does not offer programs.
· Promoted ways to get involved through Best Start, CCRC’s advocacy training, CHIRLA’s voter registration drive
· Dialogue highlighted current family needs in the AV: They want more services and are ready for action.
